UPTON BOAT DYKE AND STAITHE

HEALTH AND SAFETY GUIDELINES

If you use the boat dyke as a mooring for your vessel, you are asked to be aware of the following health and safety requirements:

General safety

Ø Please take care when boarding or leaving your vessel, and when crossing to and from the raised footpath.

Ø If you erect any structure at your mooring, such as a gangway, name board, etc., you are responsible for maintaining it in a safe condition.

Ø Gangways must not protrude more than 4 feet onto the bank.

Ø Structures will be inspected periodically by representatives of the Parish Council, and any which are found to be unsafe will be removed.

Ø If you discover a hazard or have an accident whilst using the boat dyke, please report this to the boat yard office immediately.

Ø Do not speed in the boat dyke - no wash/3 mph
Ø Swimming in the basin is not recommended and is done at your own risk

Ø Lifebelts are provided for use in an emergency only - do not misuse or abuse them. Please tell the boat yard office if you use any of the equipment

Emergencies

Ø In the event of an emergency dial 999 and select the service you require. Tell them the nature of the emergency, where you are and the number of the phone you are calling from. Also notify the boat yard office on 01493 750430, who will implement their Emergency Action Plan.

Ø Follow all instructions given by boat yard staff and the emergency services.

Fire safety

Ø Please be aware of the position in the boat yard of fire assembly points.

Ø No BBQs allowed on boats.

Ø Keep additional stores of petrol, diesel and gas containers to a minimum.

Ø Install a smoke detector, test regularly and change the unit every five years - Fitting a smoke alarm is the simplest step you can take to reduce the risk of fire.

Ø Ensure all gas installations are in a sound condition and checked by a Gas Safe registered contractor.

Ø Ensure your gas bottle (LPG) is secured and kept away from heat sources.

Ø Check that fire extinguishers and fire blankets are serviceable.

Ø Always isolate fuel and gas when leaving vessel.

Ø Check electrical heaters, dehumidifiers & 240v equipment before leaving the vessel.
